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€ Num. 33:55-56. But if you do not drive out
the inhabitants of the land from before you,
then those of them whom you let remain shall
be as barbs 1n your eyes and thorns in your
sides, and they shall trouble you in the land
where you dwell. And I will do to you as I
thought to do to them.

€ Deut. 8:19-20. And if you forget Yahweh your
God and go after other gods and serve them
and worship them, I solemnly warn you today
that you shall surely perish. Like the nations
that Yahweh makes to perish before you, so
shall you perish, because you would not obey
the voice of Yahweh your God.
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@ Deut. 7:9-10. Know therefore that Yahweh

Jacob. ®Know, therefore, that Yahweh your
God 1s not giving you this good land to
possess because of your righteousness, for
you are a stubborn people.




€ Deut. 20:10-12. When you draw near to a
city to fight against 1t, offer terms of peace
to 1t. And 1f 1t responds to you peaceably
and it opens to you, then all the people who
are found 1n 1t shall do forced labor for you
and shall serve you. But if 1t makes no
peace with you, but makes war against you,
then you shall besiege it.
